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EDITORS' INTRODUCTION

We are glad to present this printed edition of the Eng-
lish Gujarati Theological Glossary to the public" A cyclo'
styled version, based. on the Glossary published by the
Hindi Theological Textbooks Committee, was published
in 1965 ( Part I ) and 1967 ( Part II ). Many additions
to the original wordlist have been made in this new
venfon; we have added words from the Tamil and
Marathi Glossaries, as well as many words which our
own teaching experience has suggested. The present
Glossary, moreover, breaks new ground in two direc-
tions-first in its inclusion of brief definitions of rnany
of the words listed; and second, , in the addition of a
list of extra-Biblical proper names, with brief definitions.
We hope that these innovatiqps will result in the book
becoming a more useful tool of study for several differ-
ent classes of reader.

It has been our aim in particular to be of help to
three different categories of readership. First, to Guja-
fati-cpeaking theological students, who in their theolo-
gical reiding in Engtish come across many words not
eoniained in the standard English-Gujarati dictionaries;
secondly, to those who translate and adapt English theo-

logical books into Gujarati; and thirdly to foreigners

who wish to increase their knowledge of Gujarati theo-

togical terms. For the benefit of this last class of reader

the gender of all nouns has been given, as these are

seldom if ever listed in English-Gujarati dictionaries.
We venture to hope-that in addition the book will
prove useful also to the general reading public, both

Christian' and others; who may find that it helps to
widen, and perhaps to deepen, their understanding of
the Christian faith.

It has not been an easy matter to decide which of
the many terms listed call for defnition, and we have
had to be selective. Some of. the great words of the
Christian faith, like Saviour, justification, redemption,
have not been defined, while seemingly less importanf
ones-like dualism, emanation, theodicy, typology etc-
have been defined at some length. Our aim has not
been to produce a complete theological dictionary, but
rather to explain terms which are unfamiliar, br fru-t
whose meaning there is likely to be ,misunderstanding.

A glance at the words listed will show that the
vocabulary translated and defined is almost entirrly a
western one, and reflects the history and controversies
of the western Churches.* This is inevitable in a book
of this nature, which seeks to help students to rehd books
written in English. This fact, however, should be a
warning to Indian theological writers, impelling .tbem
to seek a truly rndian terminologr to exprc#hrrrthr
which God has revealed through the history of salvation
as it is seen in the tsible and the church. Much of the
vocabulary listed here relates to the controverd:3.of tha
early Church, as well as to the Reformation and post-
Reformation controversies between Roman catholics and

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Protestants. It is important that the the Church in India
should pass beyond this Period. While it must remain

faithful to the Biblical foundation of the faith it need

not consider itself Permanently bound by a vocabulary

which still rests very largely on the work of Aristotle
( for Greek terms ) and Aquinas ( for Latin ones,). The

lessons of the past-including the western past-are, how-

ever, to be understood rather than disregarded, and

they form one of the components of Indian' Christian

theology. It is our hope, therefore, that this Glossary may

strengthen rather than weaken the effort to evolve a

truly Indian theological terminology. We venture to

suggest that if an attempt were made to draw up a
theological word-list starting from the available Guiarati

fr,ords, it would be of great interest, and would r{o

doubt differ in many ways from the present list, which

interprets mainly western terms. The theologians of the

early Church used the available Greek-and later Latin-
words, giving them an added Christian meaning, and

at times also coining new words. The same task is today

in process of being carried out in the Indian Churcb'

and this Glossary reflects the presenf stage of the Process.

We have attempted, where possible, to give single-

word Gujarati equivalents for English terms, and these have

been arranged in what we regard as the order of pre-

ference. All the words listed should, however, be used

with caution, and their precise meaning if necessary

checked in the &s{r}tt. Sometimes it has not been

possible to give a single-word tquivalent, and in sucL'*

cases a brief description has been given instead.

Somg ..words have pioved virtually impossible to
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translate, as they are without an exact equivalent in
Indian terminology. We might mention, for example,

the word " Person " as applied to the Trinity, or the

Greek word hypostasis in relation both to the Trinity
and to Christology. Or again, such a common and
meaningful English word as " evangelical " is very diffi-
cult to translate. The word " Trinity " also causes diffi'
culties, as terms like F-Dtdt or isq, wbich a Christian

can follow, frdy be misleading to a non-Christian. Many
Indian theologians haye given Christian expositions of
Saccidananda in this connection, and with this attempt
we have much sympathy. We have not, however, inclu'
ded the word Saccidananda as an equivalent for " Trinity "
as we felt that it did not approach closely enough to a
" translation " of the word " Trinity ". I'or the same

reason we have not given prominence to the words

Brahman or Bhagavanr-though there may well be occa'

sions when. these also may be used effectively to express

the truths of the Christian revelation. On the other hand

we have been glad to include a number of the techni-

cal terms of tbe bhakti marga which seem to give an

enrichment to the Christian vocabulary-.words wbich
express the immediate experience of communion with
God, such as ]tc48, tttQltc8tl, tlt$ovet, We also. draw atlen-
tion to the useful word )tqtE, which has, been ,so help-

fully expounded by A.J. Appasamy in relation to the

Christian sources of authority in Scripture ( 3[c ), €xPer-

ience ( artgetC ) and theological statement ( "ltdqt4 ). W"
wish to emphasise, however, that in the task of evolving
Indian Christian theology translation hasat mcstavery
limited 'part to pliy, since the 'bvofution of a 

1ew
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terminology must not be controlled by the western
vocebulary, however venerable it may be.

This book is a product of the Protestanf tradition,
and no doubt this is reflected in the definitions, and
even in the vocabulary. We trust, however, that Cbris-
tians of all traditions will find that we have sought to
be fair and objective in our presentation of the evidence,
even if we may ourselves be committed to certain inter-
pretations. The Protestant tradition iu Gujarat tends
towards conservatism in Christian vocabulary-the result
of a history of more than 150 years (since 1813, in
fact ) during which hundreds of theological books have
been written and a certain Christian vocabulary has
become more or less stabilised. The reaction of many
Gujarati Protestant Christians to words which seem to
have a non-Christian connofation-as for example qhe
word \qct'rrll for " prophet "-tends to be rather unsym-
pathetic. In recent years Roman Catholic writers in
Gujarati have been willing to be more experimental,
and to use a variety of terms with definite Hindu asso-

ciations, such as \lq\ttt€ for " host ", t4tdn'tltl for
" baptism " etc. Many examples of this kind of vocabulary
are to be found in the gat{?q translation of the New
Testement, as well as in the new Gujarati liturgy. We
have included a number of these terms, sometimes in-
dicating, by the abbreviation lt. ?., that they are used
mainly in the Roman Catholic Church.

The purpose of this Glossary, then, is not to stand-
ardise the Gujarati theological vocabulary-for tbat would
be premature-but rather to enrich it. There is one field,
however, where we feel tbat standardisation is not only
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useful but essential, and that is the matter of proper
names. our present theological textbooks have a wide
variety of transliterations of non-Gujarati names, and we
feel that the time has come to seek for a'uniform spel-
ling. We are indebted to the Rev. J. I. Chawhan and
the Rev. T. H. Lyle for their contribution here, and
refer the reader to Mr. Lyle,s Introduction, which expla_
ins the method adopted.

In placing this book before the public we afE"teeply
conscious of our indebtedness to many predecesson who
have laboured in the field of theological vocabulary. The
early missionaries of the London Missionary society and
the Irish Presbyterian Mission-notably men like J. V.
S. Taylor, James Glasgow, R.obert Montgomery lwho
wrote an excellent' English-Gujarati Dictionary ), J. F.
Steele, H. R. Scott and G. Wilson helped to sJt the
pattern. fn more recent years Dr. W. G. Mulligan
showed great ingenuity in the coining of new terms in
Gujarati, many of which are listed in the Glossary of
tis massive qqtg' ctrl{t.t.

We are deeply conscious of many defects in this

book. some will feel that it is too conservative; others

perhaps that it is too radical and ecumenical' We have

only begun to tap the richness of vocabulary which th'e

cnristian cburctr in India can use in the proclamation

of its message, and .much still remains to be done' We

therefore express the hope that some of those who use

this book will send us their comments and criticisms so

that a future edition may be made more useful and

comprehensive.

We believe that the development of a living Indian

theological terminology depends ultimately on the verna-

culars, even although writers in English may reach a

wider public. The vocabutary grows and develops through

the work of preaching and lecturing, through the writing

of theological textbooks, through the ongoing work of
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Bible-translation, through th.e preparation of apologetic
literature and the translation of books originally written
in western languages. The various compilers of this
Glossary have to some extent been engaged in all these
different pursuits and it has been an enriching and
stimulatirrg experience to attempt in this way to gather
some of the fruits of that varied activity.

It is, then, our hope that this book may make a
twofold contribution. First, that it may help many
theological students and thinkers in Gujarat to a bett€r
understanding of the great body of western theological
Iiterature; and secondly, that it may encourage them to
evolve a new theological terminology, firmly rooted in
the Bible, and in their experience of the living Christ,
and yet related also to the land and culture in which
they live. This in turn should encourage the growth of
a body of Indian theology with new and deep insights,
wbich can enrich the Christian thought aud life of the
whole world. We shall be huppy if this book makes
€ven a small contribution to that great task.

It has been decided to add a list of-Gujarati trans-

literations of proper names as a supplement to tle
English-Gujarati Glossary of Theological Terms' In the
case. of praper names, as of theological terms, it is
highly desirable to establish uniformity of usage as far
as possible, and it is hoped tbat the list here published
will be used, with that aim, by all those who hencefor-

ward write or translate books in Gujarati in which these

names occur. We hope it will !e specially useful to
lheological teachers and their students.

No detailed rulet for Guiarcti
The compilers of similar lists of names in Hindi and

in Urdu bave explained in detail the rules according to
which the various phonetical elements of names which
w&e originally Hebrew, Greek, Latin, English, French'

Hitherto the study of theology and Church History

in the Gujarati Christian Church ( at least in the Pro'

testant denominations ) has been dominated by the

which tbe Ghwh wan established; and this situation
sggrns likely ,to cootinue. Theological teachers who rcach-
through tbe mediup,of Gujaratihave themselves studied
through the meflium*of English and are accustomed to.
tse English text-books, and Gujarati theological studentc
who proceed. to more advanced studies almost' invari-
ably do this at institutions where English is the medium.
Moreover, educated non-Christian Gujaratis who wish,
to study any aspect of christianity customarily rely almot
entirely on English books.

Thus, for both Christians and non-Christians irr
Gujarat, the forms of proper names in Church History-
which become familiar, and are accepted as standard,
are the current modern English forms. And because
knowledge of these names is clerived largely from books-
often without any occasion for hearing the names pro-
nounced it is frequently tbe uritten English form of a
given name, rather than its normal pronunciation in
English-speaking countries, which becomes familiar to
the reader. This is the basic situation which we feel
noeds to be borne in mind in compiling a list ofGujarati
transliterations which it is hoped may be accepted as-
